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Commencement . . . an important day indeed. After being “nestled
away 'mid the Empire State hills” for four years the Alfred senior is
cast into the outside world to seek fame and fortune. It is a memorable
day too, for there are many memories to reflect upon—the nights we
should have spent in the library and the mornings we slept through
Civ. lecture.

Fitted with cap, gown and beaming parents, the senior makes his
way to Merrill Field where his reward for his years of toil await him—
his diploma. A quick farewell, and he leaves Alfred, until Homecom-
ing Weekend next October.
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We used to call it Founder’s Day,
but now it’s Charter Day—an
occasion memorable for at least
two reasons. The first of these is
the very essence of the day itself—
a celebration of the chartering of
Alfred University by the state.
The second is a tradition—

the appearance of the new senior
class in caps and gowns for the
very first time.

The seniors secretly burst with
pride as they march down the
aisle, their tassles bobbing in and
out of their eyes or mouths.

The freshmen watching are awed
but skeptical as each wonders if he,
three years later, will have the
privilege of chewing a tassel.
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It has been said that the purpose
of a liberal arts education is to
teach one how to think and give
him something to think about. He
learns to convince the infirmary
nurse he is stricken with a dread
black disease ten minutes before
mass R.O.T.C. drill and “beats the
system” by determining the Civ.
question by the second hand of his
watch. More important, the Fresh-
man becomes aware of the excit-
ing, frightening, and often lonely
world of academics. He begins to
peer into this awesome place from
behind French tables of irregular
verbs and through the test tubes
of Chem. 105.
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After the tedium of the required courses, the
upperclassman finds himself actually stepping
into this world as he delves into his field, syn-
thesizing ideas and perceiving relationships.
Discovery comes gradually and in spurts. It is
the elation of suddenly extracting the obscure
theme of a short story or the satisfaction of
completing a sixty-page seminar.

The liberal arts student flounders between
the opposing poles of freedom and discipline.
Discipline may be tough: working out math
problems for two hours every night but free-
dom too has its drawbacks when it means a six
hundred word paper on Spenser’s “Epithala-
mion.”
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To some outsiders, the Ceramic
School means little more than a
big powerful building filled with
giant noisy machines in perpetual
motion. To others it signifies some
sort of Kindergarten work
consisting of cutting and pasting.
The titles of their courses

have little meaning to the layman:
“Strengths,” “Heat,” “Potting.”




Actually, the Ceramic College
offers the finest and most creative
courses in the University.

The Ceramic student escapes the
frustration of most undergraduates,
by seeing his efforts materialize
immediately. His courses have
practical application in numerous
fields. The Engineers and Glass
Technologists develop new
products for use in industry.
After the completion of their
course, they are equipped to work
on the most vital projects in the
country.
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Ceramic graduates are

working on missiles,

in glass works, in patent
law. With such intensive
training, little wonder that
they are never seen on
campus in their
undergraduate days!

The designers on the
other hand, are rather
conspicuous, with their
distinctive clay coveralls.
Particularly under the new
cyclical system, their work
is diversified enough to
keep renewing their interest
and developing them into
well-rounded artists.

The theme was sports, and
between the sailing and water-skiing floats, summer finally
seems fo be hitting Alfred.

St. Pat himself turned dare devil, arriving by parachute.
Luckily he recovered his land legs in time to conduct the
parade and knighting ceremony.
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Fortified by good Irish whiskey, St. Pat and
his leprechauns worked hard to insure the
success of the Festival. They lured fine enter-
tainers to Alfred: the Cayuga Waiters and
the Journeymen. They sponsored a magnifi-
cent Open House in the Ceramics Building,
giving everyone a glimpse of the wonders
performed there daily.

The usual medley (or motley) of beards
turned out to be judged, measured and
pinched on the cheek by the Queen Candi-
dates.

Sue Herdman was crowned St. Pat's Queen
at the Ball. Leprechauns danced on the walls
while couples danced around a multi-colored
fountain to Art Dedrick's music. The Men's
Gym was transformed into a green elfin
fairyland.
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If the 1963 cindermen are to be remembered years hence, it will be for their coach. The
1962 track team was the last squad coached by James A. Mclane, who handed over
this year's reins to Clifford A. DeBreuil, in order to devote more time to his exhausting job
as Director of Athletics.

The 1962 cindermen put forth a valiant effort to duplicate their State Championship, un-
defeated season of 1961. But the Saxons could only manage a 2-2 dual meet record, and
third place in the State meet.

However, some great individual performances kept Alfred fans happy. For instance, in
the first meet of the season against Cortland, Steve Crossman won three events and set a
new record of 15.2 seconds in the 120 yard hurdles. Mike Adelman jumped 6’3" for an-
other Saxon record. However, the Red Dragons monopolized the field events to win 681/,
to 621/,.

The Colgate meet resulted in another defeat for the Saxons, this time by an 81-51 count.
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The cindermen jelled against the fuseless
Ithaca Bombers with a lopsided 82, to 48/,
victory. Steve Crossman broke the Saxon 220
yard dash record with a 21.2. Dan Speck, Bob
Lewkewitz, Jim Scott, Loren Eaton and Mike
Adelman had one of their finest days at the
meet,

Perhaps the most dramatic meet of the year
was at Rochester. The cindermen defeated the
Yellowjackets 67-64. Steve Crossman ran in
four events and won each; both hurdles and
dashes, as well as running a sensational 49
second quarter in the mile relay to overcome
a 50 yard lead and give Coach McClane his
final dual meet victory.
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For once in many a year, the Alfred cross country team
did not have a winning record as they won only two meets
and tied four. Top harrier was sophomore Roger Wilcox,
who finished high up in every race. Seniors Bob Lewkowitz
and Jim Scott were aided by Tim Germain, Bob Tweady and
Bob Wade in quest of victory.

The first meet for the harriers resulted in a 24-35 defeat at
the hands of Buffalo State. The initial victory for Coach Clif-
ford A. DuBreuil and his charges came against Cortland. The
Saxons placed third, fourth, fifth and sixth to take a 26-33 win.

Hopes of a winning record were shot to pieces with losses
to Toronto and Roberts Wesleyan.

The distance men came back strong against Buffalo fo win
26-29. Tim Germain took first for the Saxons in his finest
collegiate effort.

Alfred took seventh at the Canisius Invitational as Roger
Wilcox finished 14th.

Colgate ended the Saxon's season with a 19-37 victory.

The Saxons copped sixth place in the New York State Meet,
as Wilcox finished tenth and Lewkowitz eleventh. The up and
coming Frosh placed third.
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Twenty-five years ago a man came to Alfred, from the Mid-
west, bringing with him a brown hat, q pair of suspenders, a
desire to coach winning football teams.

His first team went undefeated in those long gone days of
1937, and Alfred football was never again the same.

This year's squad, though it gained a 4-4 record, gave Alex
Yunevich something no other team ever gave him, his 100th
victory as Saxon football coach. There were teams so great
they were praised by the Gridiron Club (1956) or honored by
having several players named "Little All American,” but none
of these teams ever gave him the magic century, the dream of
all football coaches.

The season started with 98 victories in the Yunevich bag.
The Saxons faced a rugged Cortland in their opening game.
The passing arms of Joe Renwick and John Thorne got hot in
the fourth quarter of the game, but it was too late and the
Purple and Gold lost 19-12.

It looked like it was going to be a long season after Brock-
port led the Saxons 8-6 at half time of the first home game,
but Bill Baker, the soph halfback terror, blasted through in the
fourth quarter and Alex chalked up No. 99.

It was the same half time story at Union, as the Saxons
trailed 9-6, but Baker and Joe Renwick went to work and the
Saxons won 26-11, Yunevich showed some of the ball carrying
ability that made him an All American fullback for Purdue, as
he marched triumphantly off the field with his 100th victory
and the game ball firmly in his arms.

The Saxons stayed hot against two-touchdown favorite
St. Lawrence and defeated the Larries 22-16 in their finest
performance of the year.
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Hobart was the next foe, and John Shea took care of the
Statesmen with two T.D.'s, 26-6. The 1937 teammates were
honored guests for the homecoming tilt.

Grove City, with the ninth best small college defense in
the country, stopped the Saxons, 12-6.

Then lthaca struck back for last year's upset, 48-26. This
was the highest scoring game in Saxon history.

Finally Upsala stopped a 15-game scoring streak with a
21-0 shutout of the Saxons.

Tom Quinn and Joe Renwick were honored by trips to the
Gem Bowl. Quinn also received honorable mention on Wil-
liamson's Little All-American team.

Eleven seniors, all told, played their last for the Purple and
Gold: Dave Henry, Paul Herold, Ron Pagan, Phil Wirtz, Ron
Hilt, Joe Yount, John Shea, Tom Quinn, Tom MacVittie, Dave
Lutsic and Joe Renwick.

Next year looks promising because the Frosh under Bill
MacAlee went undefeated for the first time since 1923.

And so the next hundred has started. The suspenders have
gone, but not the winning touch.
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Harpur was the unfortunate team that was
the recipient of Alfred's pent up emotions, The
Saxons took a 68-39 victory to end their eight
game losing streak. But again, success was
short lived as Ithaca, Le Moyne and R.LT.
topped the Alfredians.

The Saxons ended the season as they had
started it, with a big victory. The Saxons de-
feated Upsala by an 85-78 count.

Three seniors played their last for A.U.:
Loren Eaton, Henry Landman and Mike Popo-
wich. Loren broke the career rebounding rec-
ord for Alfred. Hank was second in rebound-
ing and fifth in scoring for the Saxons during
the season. Mike came off the bench several
times with a key play to boost Saxon fortunes.

1963 was the year of Ar-
land Hanning as far as Alfred
wrestling was concerned. The
137 pound junior ran his col-
legiate undefeated string up to
17 before he was defeated in
an oyerweight decision in his
last match of the season. Nev-
ertheless, Hanning's efforts |
could not hide the fact that
Alfred's record for the year
was 2-7.
The grapplers opened up '
their season with a defeat
against Cortland. They '

bounced back however for a
victory over Hobart as Han-
ning, Joe Green, Barry Butler
gained pins, and Jim Peters
and Ted Linder took decisions
for a 21-13 advantage.

Alfred had to forfeit ten
points and subsequently lost
to Alleghany 21-15. Colgate
then bested the Saxons but the
grapplers came back strong in
a 19-11 victory over Union.

The grapplers, without men
at 130 pound, 167 pound and
177 pound classes, could not
overcome their forfeitures and
dropped their final four
matches.
